Appendix10. 1: An essay conclusion structure

The conclusion of a five paragraph essay often has five sentences. 

· The first sentence consists of a general restatement of the thesis statement
· The second sentence summarizes the idea in the first body paragraph (summary of the first main idea). 
· The third sentence summarizes the idea in the second body paragraph (summary of the second main idea). 

· The fourth sentence summarizes the idea in the third body paragraph (summary of the third main idea). 

· The fifth and last sentence offers a suggestion or opinion, or predicts what will happen based on the discussion. 
In the conclusion, the writer does not introduce or add new information. That is, s/he only talks about what s/he wrote about in the body paragraphs and the thesis statement.

Appendix 12.1: Explanations on a process analysis essay

A process analysis essay explains in details how a certain objective is accomplished. It can be thought of as a set of instructions explaining the most effective means to achieve a desired result. The writer believes that the method he or she describes is the best way to accomplish the objective. 

A process analysis essay can also include information about the context of the process such as:

· Why the process is important

· How learning the process is useful to the reader 

· The benefits and limitations of the process. 

In writing a process analysis essay, the reader needs to consider whether the audience has information on the field or what kind of information they are able to understand. 

Organization of a process analysis essay

A process analysis can be organized in either of two ways: chronologically or by priority.

· In a process analysis essay organized chronologically, the writer describes the steps in the order in which they should be performed. See p. 29 of Greater Essay (2nd Edn) for more details. 

· In a process analysis essay organized by priority, the writer organizes the steps in order of the most important to the least important. See p. 29 of Greater Essay (2nd Edn) for more details. 

Transitions and connectors in process analysis essays. 
The most commonly used transitions and connectors in process analysis essays are time words and phrases. A process analysis essay outlines the steps in achieving a goal, so that transitions that are needed are typically words and phrases that indicate sequence. See page 39 of Greater Essay (2nd Edn) for a list of transitions and connectors commonly used in a process analysis writing.
